How to make a list of icons.
You need a row, and you may divide it into columns if you like. I have just one column, 12 spans
Open the elements pane and drag a list container into, the column, see image1
In image2 the list container is in place. Select the last List item container (not to be confused with List container!), copy it as many times as needed by clicking on the Duplicate button in the design pane.
In image3 I have five List item containers in that same column. Mark the first one and check that there is a class name showing in the design pane. Mark the other list item containers and give them exactly the same class name.
With one of the list item containers marked, go down to Position in the design pane. Set display Flex and make sure the Wrap is set to wrap. If you want to have the icon and the text beside each other inside the flex item container, leave flex direction as Row. However, if you want the icon and text to appear below each other, change it to column. See image4. Since all the list item containers have the same class name, they will all get the same properties.
Then you can start filling the list item containers with contents. See image5. Depending on what kind of text you need, you choose either paragraph or text link. The icons first come all looking the same, so called ‘generic. To change that, look at image6.
[bookmark: _GoBack]It remains to set some margins/padding here and there. You can e.g. give the icons some top, right and bottom margin. First give them a class name (the same for all the icons), then you will only have to set the margin once. See image8, I marked one of the icons and set those properties.
